The Committee discussed the application and RESOLVED TO OBJECT as whilst the Committee recognised 

that the design had altered from that originally submitted and then withdrawn it was still considered 

overdevelopment of the site leading to a loss of amenity space for residents of the home.  Additionally, the 

siting of the refuse storage would have an adverse effect on the residents at number 93 Hadleigh road, as it 

is positioned directly next to their property causing a disturbance with the smells the refuse storage will 

produce. There was not adequate provision made to accept deliveries without causing traffic and safety 

issues in the immediate vicinity as the car park will only have a single dropped curbed entrance. Additionally,

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for a Care home with 50 beds, 17 Car Parking spaces is an inadequate amount to have which will cause 

more on street parking on Hadleigh road which currently has parking issues already.

KP2 and CP4 of the Southend-on-Sea Core strategy (2007), policies DM1 and DM3 of the Southend-on-Sea 

Development Management document (2015), and the advice contained within the Southend-on-Sea Design

Following discussion, the Committee RESOLVED TO OBJECT as the proposed development by reason of 
its design, height, scale and bulk will appear as an overly dominant and incongruous addition that is out of 
keeping with and detrimental to the rear garden scene. It certainly does not respond positively to local 
character and will not successfully integrate itself in a positive relationship with the surroundings. Additionally, 
it would fail to integrate satisfactorily with the host dwelling as it is not subservient to the original property.  It 
does not protect the amenity of the site for future occupiers and would have an adverse effect on the amenity 
of its immediate neighbours having regard to privacy and overlooking to those at No. 15. It is therefore contrary 
to Policy DM3 but also to Policy DM1.

Additionally, it would fail to integrate 
satisfactorily with the host dwelling. It certainly does not respond positively to local character and will 
not successfully integrate itself in a positive relationship with the surroundings.  The proposed rear 
extension and associated roof alteration, by reason of its height, position and significant projection 
beyond the rear of No 48 Madeira Avenue, would represent an obtrusive and overbearing feature 
resulting in an undue sense of enclosure, overshadowing and dominant impact for the rear garden 
area harmful to the amenity of its occupiers.
